Spring Reunion Named For 
Ill. Sterling Standiford, 33°  

  

 Ill. Sterling J. Standiford, 33°, was born at 

Hillsboro, Wisconsin on September 16, 1938, the 

only son of Barnett J. and Leone A. Standiford.  He 

grew up on a dairy farm and attended local schools.  

He graduated from Tomah High School in 1957.  He 

has one sister, Elaine. 

  

 Sterling enlisted in the United States 

Marine Corps within a week of high school 

graduation and completed basic training in San 

Diego, CA. Following basic training, he was 

assigned to Miramar Naval Air Station, San Diego, 

as a security officer/military policeman.  He 

completed his enlistment at Miramar. 

  

 Following the Marine Corps, Sterling 

worked for a short time in Milwaukee at the 

American Motors plant.  Desiring to use skills learned in the Marine Corps, he joined 

the Tomah Police Department in May of 1961 and thereafter, applied for and joined the 

Wisconsin State Patrol in November, 1962. 

  

 Sterling served the citizens of Sauk, Juneau, Vernon, Monroe, La Crosse and 

Jackson Counties as a patrol trooper.  In 1968 he was assigned to the Wisconsin State 

Patrol Academy as a staff officer.  During his 14 years at the Academy he was 

promoted to Sergeant and later on to Lieutenant.  He was then promoted to Captain and 

assumed command of the State Patrol District Six headquartered in Eau Claire in May

Treasurer, Trustee and most recently as Secretary.  He was made a Sovereign Grand 

Inspector General, thirty-third degree, in September of 2002 at Boston, MA. 

  

 Sterling married his best friend, Kay on March 24, 1962.  Two sons, Dan and 

Jon were born to this union.  He has three grandchildren, Allix, Jared and Megan.  Kay 

passed away on January 19, 2010. 

  

 Sterling says that while he has received many Masonic Honors he considers 

having this class named for him as one of his most cherished.  He reports that he has 

learned much from Masonry which has made him a better person.  He sincerely hopes 

that he has passed on that knowledge in the several leadership posts he has been 

privileged to hold.
